. Remove old motor from powerhead (see Fig. 2):
— Clip off the motor leadwires close to the old motor.
— Strp these leadwires 1/2 in. (13 mm).

— Remove the mounting screw.
— Lift the old motor out of the powerhead.

3. Install new motor in powerhead:

— Fit tab on motor under slot on powerhead (see
Fig. 2).

— Secure motor In place with the mounting screw
removed in step 2.

— Splice leadwires from new motor to clipped wires
from old motor. Use the two selderless connectors
provided.

4. Replace powerhead cover.
