Fan Switch

Select ON or AUTO. ON will
run the fan continuously.

AUTO will cycle the fan on only
when the heating or cooling
system is running.

System Switch

Selects the HEAT or COOL for
your HVAC system. Selecting
HEAT turns on the heat mode.
Selecting COOL turns on the
cool mode. Selecting OFF turns
both heating and cooling off.

Selecting EMH (for heat pumps
with auxiliary heat) will lockout
the compressor and control
emergency/auxiliary heat.

Filter Change Reminder

The thermostat can be configured to remind you when the air filter needs to
be changed. The filter change reminder can be adjusted to up to 2000 hours
in 50 hour increments.

If the installer configured the thermostat to issue this reminder, FILTER will be
displayed when it is time to change the air filter. When FILTER is displayed,
you should change the air filter and reset the Filter Change Reminder by
holding down the second button from the top left side of the thermostat for

3 seconds.

Hold down button for
3 seconds to reset
filter reminder.
